Research

The mountain lion is one of the least-studied
of carnivores primarily because of research
costs and the difficulty of capturing and
tracking animals. Technology and the use of
GPS-fitted radio collars are helping RMCC
researchers in their lion tracking efforts.

RMCC also uses remote sensor cameras and
lion track counts to estimate and monitor
populations in Rocky Mountain National Park.
The objectives of this program are: 1) to uses
cameras in targeted areas to locate radio-
collared lions whose collars may have failed;
2) establish methods of population estimation;
and 3) engage volunteers of all ages to assist
in our camera surveys as well as recording

RMCC will launch a mountain lion research
and ecology curriculum for elementary and
high school students. This program will pro-
vide hands-on research opportunities.

Students will work in the field with our cat
researchers to: 1) collect data on primary and
secondary prey species such as elk, deer and
small mammails; 2) assist in recording animal
tracks and other sign; and 3) help researchers
set camera traps while learning about radio
telemetry, GPS and GIS research techniques.

The project will include telemetry studies for
long-term monitoring of snow leopard and
climate data; and multi-national training that
will include a workshop with sessions on field
techniques, as well as defining key monitoring
parameters.
