Rocky Mountain Cat Conservancy’s Guiding Principles:
RMCC believes that long-term research is vital to understanding the ecology of wild cats.
This in turn will help frame coexistence strategies and the long-term survival of the animal.
RMCC believes that long-term coexistence will rely on community stewardship of wildlife 

species and their habitats.    

RMCC believes most citizens want to coexist with wild cats but we recognize that members 

of the public and communities may differ on conservation approaches.

RMCC believes more can be done to educate and reach out to residents who choose to live in

wildlife country.  

RMCC believes on-the-ground research to gain a better understanding of wild cat ecology is key 

to population and species management and conservation.

RMCC tests research and monitoring tools for wildlife managers to gain an understanding of 

population trends, habitat needs, behaviors, and human conflicts.

RMCC acknowledges that hunting is an acceptable means of population control when properly 

managed.   

RMCC also believes community stewardship is key to the survival of the mountain lion. 
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
